Managing Trustees (MT) contact 
Connexional Conservation Officer 

(CCO) for pre-application 
discussion.

Appoint conservation accredited 
architect and raise project

Complete Statement of 
Significance and Need

Develop proposals for consultation 
with stakeholders including CCO

Modify plans following 
consultation.

Forward all plans, supporting 
information and photographs to 

CCO as formal application

CCO sends acknowledgement, site 
notice and newspaper article 

details to MT for action.

CCO carries out consultation with 
statutory bodies and amenity 

societies

All representations sent to church 
for consideration/response.

Plans modified if necessary, snd 
copied to CCO. 

Outstanding details dealt with by 
CCO, who then issues Listed 

Building Consent (Section 98). 

CCO inputs conservation 
authorisation to project

Discharge conditions (if applicable) Final Consent from District
