Stage 1 Managing Trustees 
(MT) contact Connexional 

Conservation Officer (CCO) 
for pre-application 

discussion

Stage 2 If major project MT 
appoint Conservation 

Accredited Architect and 
raise project, Church and 

circuit consent added

Stage 3 Send all plans, 
including photographs to 

CCO

Stage 4 MT and 
professional advisor 

modify plans if necessary

Stage 5 MT obtain planning 
permission if necessary

Stage 6 MT forward 
planning approvals to CCO

Stage 7 CCO inputs 
conservation authorisation 

(Connexional 
Authorisation) to project

Stage 8 MT seek final 
consent from District
